Chronic mucocutaneous candidiasis(CMC) is a rare godaverlapping syndromes that have in commonraaal pattern of persistent
and diffuse cutaneous or mucosal candidal irdesti It is usually associated with multiple endeerdysfunctions and autoimmune
disorders therefore patients needs a complete migstevaluation. Patients of CMC are also susceptibl®ther fungal and viral
infections due to impaired cell mediated immunMye report a case of CMC wherein the cutaneous andsalitesions were not
associated with any systemic disorder. The pat&sgonded to topical clotrimazole.

Complete blood counts liver function tests andnkig
function tests were normal. Chest radiography and
ultrasonography of abdomen were normal. Thyroig
profile, parathyroid hormones, serum calcium,
phosphate, uric acid and serum cortisol level wate
within normal range. Scrapings from skin lesiong an
nail plates were subjected to potassium hydroxid
examination and culture on Sabouraudextrose agar
medium. Candida albicans was isolated from allthinee
sites. On the basis of history, clinical examinatend
investigations we made a diagnosis of isolated ribro
mucocutaneous candidiasis. The patient was tregitad
topical clotrimazole and the lesions cleared coteptdn
four weeks.

Discussion

Chronic mucocutaneous candidiasis (CMC) is 3
rare condition characterized by widespread andgierd
infection of skin and mucosa caused by candidz aifts.

CMC is associated with defect in cell mediated
immunity. Recent studies suggest that there &atibn
in production of cytokines in response to candida
antigens. These include decreased interleukin-2 and
interferon-gamma levels (Th 1 cytokines) and insegh
interleukin-10 (Th2 cytokines) [4]. CMC can be lied
to skin and mucosa only or it may be associateth wit
polyendocrinopathy, thymoma and KID (keratitis,
icthyosis, deafness) syndrome [5]. Hypoparathysiiali
and adrenal failure are the most common endocrine
abnormalities associated with CMC [6]. Other iniecs
like dermatophytosis, herpes simplex and dissemihat
mycobacterium avium infection are also reported to
coexist with CMC [7]. Gastrointestinal and
hematological dysfunctions are sometimes associated
with CMC [7]. In our case only skin ,mucosa andigai
were affected and no systemic involvement was tedec
There was no predisposing factor for oral candigias
our case and the bifid appearance of the tip ofdhgue
due to persistent infection was an atypical findimgur
patient. Current therapy for CMC mainly revolves
around prolonged use of antifungal agents espgdiadi
azole group [8]. Depending upon the underlying
immunologic nature of CMC, various treatments like
bone marrow and thymus transplantation or transfusi
with white blood cells and candida specific antigbave
been attempted [9,10]. In our patient, the lesideared
completely with topical clotrimazole in four weeks.
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
